Time of Preparation: Fasting on Saturday breakfast & lunch, Prayer, Communion and Worship, all prior to leaving for outreach.

· We will have prayer and worship prior to outreach to ask the Lord to bless our endeavors and to protect and provide provision for the evening. I believe this time of preparation is so important to the success of what God is asking of us. Jesus and His disciples spent much time together praying and petitioning God to help them as they discipled, healed, cast out demons and ministered to those that were lost and hurting. If you can't make it by the appointed time to receive the anointing & prayer for the evening, please plan to come the following week. Many nights we are out late because of the divine appointments God has for us. We will take anyone who needs to leave earlier back.

· As the appointed leader for the ministry I need to ask everyone that goes out to completely empty him/herself and submit to the authority of the Holy Spirit prior to coming. We must leave our own agendas, thoughts and ideas checked at the door before we depart to minister. I say this because we may only get one chance at each encounter. If we are not fully prayed up and emptied out we will not be all God wants us to be.

What to expect during each outreach

· Encounters with prostitutes and pimps, drug dealers, homeless people
· Most if not all we encounter are either high or trying to find a way to get high

· Pimps may be carrying weapons 

· Many are under some form of demonic oppression in the form of addiction or mental illness

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Protocol
Specific to the “Women of Alabaster Ministry”
· Always follow the leader of the group or assistant leaders. Please minister in pairs (2).
· Do NOT bring any children out under the age of 18. This is not the ministry for them nor is it safe for them or the team.
· Dress appropriately: big oversized clothing, no jewelry, no tight clothing, keep yourself covered and MODESTLY dressed. 1 Timothy 2:8, 9 
· We request that in the van we be in an attitude of prayer–seeking divine intervention for each stop that we make during an evening. Take this time to get with a prayer partner for the evening and be interceding on behalf of the women and men we will be serving. 
· ALWAYS ask permission to hold their hand, give a hug or lay hands on them while praying with anyone we minister to. 
· When someone on the team is ministering, DO NOT COME UP AND START MINISTERING with them UNLESS SOMEONE COMES AND GETS YOU. 1 Timothy 5:22 
· Majority of the girls are high, have trust issues and are fearful of people they don’t already know…we have to move slowly and carefully with them. The more people     

      involved, the higher the anxiety level.
· At the hotel location, do not go into the rooms with anyone and do not try and lure the girls out. Minister to the women and men in the parking lot. 
· If one of the women or men state they want off the street or have specific needs, find Scarlet and she will take her or him aside and share information as to where and to whom to speak with.
· No pictures or video may be taken 
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Personal Safety in the Mission Field
1. Your valuables (purse, cell phones and camera) should be locked in your car or kept close to your side.

2. Never leave the group by yourself or get out of sight of the other volunteers, unless you go in a team of two or more (Mark 6:7).

3. Do not judge or condemn. You do not know the experiences that have shaped these individuals. Most have been hurt, abused, and/ or molested and have not experienced God’s love.

4. Please do not give money to anyone, no matter what the situation, unless approved by the team leader. Often, stories are told that will appeal to your sympathetic side. If approached by anyone asking for money just say, “Sorry, I can’t do that.”
5. Do not give anyone your full name or telephone number (work or home).

6. Do not let anyone use your cell phone.

7. Please don’t promise anyone anything, no matter how good your intentions.

8. Do not give anyone a ride in your car for any reason.

9. Do not smoke while involved on any outreach ministry.

10.  In the event of a medical emergency, every effort will be made to provide transportation, either by a leader or by ambulance. Please do not attempt to intervene in an emergency.
